Francis MacNutt, director of Christian Healing Ministries and our keynoter at the Men’s Retreat this month, 
says that he believes 97% of his clients could not remember their father, and 80% could not remember their 
mother ever praying with them when they were sick.  These were loyal church people in attendance every 
Sunday.  In the early church all Christians believed in and prayed for healing.  Then just a few did.  Then they 
told stories of how it happened in the past.  In time they taught that ministry and healing were just fairy tales.  
Today some Christian leaders and scholars teach that they never happened at all. 

My vision for Our Saviour is that truly every member be a minister.  We are called to “Equip the Saints for the 
ministry of Christ.”  Our Alpha and Beta programs on Monday evenings are more than a nice dinner and a 
lecture.  We are purposeful in our development of small group leaders and assistants who will then become 
leaders.  We are reproducing reproducers.  You were on the cutting edge in your career or at the top of your 
class in college; now use those gifts to build eternal significance. 

Lent, a forty-day season of prayer and fasting before Easter, begins on Wednesday, February 9 with services 
at noon and 7 PM. 

If you can’t remember if your mom or dad prayed with you, come experience the power of prayer this Lent.  
Are you lonely, tired, and weary?  Too busy for a retreat?  Come to our school of healing prayer:

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     Last night, I went to see my son Gordon play basketball for the Porter-Gaud sixth-grade boys’ team 
against their big rival, Charleston Day School.

     Recently, at our Vestry retreat, we discussed the concept of teamwork and of our Vestry at The Church 
of Our Saviour evolving our ministries into hands-off rather than hands-on.  What this means, ideally, is 
equal playing time for all our parish members.  Equal time, equal responsibility, and equal weight, as 
much as possible.  In order for this system to work effectively, Vestry members have to be willing to hand 
off to ministry team members who might be less-experienced, and perhaps even a little more likely to 
make a mistake now and then.  Parishioners must step up to the line and be willing to take the ball and run 
with it.  It’s much easier said, than done. 

     It’s easy to want to take the short-term solution and go for the easy win.  Go with the best players, run 
them ragged, and if they don’t run out of gas and collapse on the floor, you’ve got a win.  However, you 
leave a lot of disappointed players on the bench who learn nothing from the experience except how to 
watch others from the sidelines.  And, most likely, you have an exhausted squad of leaders incapable of 
lasting through to the playoffs.  Injuries and dissension often result.  It’s hard to explain, as a parent, that 
our coach’s philosophy of equal playing time will develop many more players and prove more valuable at 
the end of the season, when the playoffs come.  We all want the quick win, the easy fix, right now, don’t 

     My hat is off to the Vestry and to Pat for being willing to step out in faith and insist that we all begin to 
implement this new system of handing off the ball.  We need to realize that we ALL have been given the 
Great Commission in Matthew 28—to go into the entire world, baptizing, teaching, and INVITING.  
When you are called and asked to serve, be ready to go into the game, and don’t be afraid to make a mis-
take every now and then.  We’re growing, learning, and having fun here, and I feel strongly that the King-
dom of our Lord Jesus Christ is growing on these islands as a result.

          African Children’s Choir to Give Free Concerts 
To highlight the desperate plight of AIDS Orphans in South Africa 

The African Children’s Choir, comprised of children ranging in age from 7 to 10 who were selected from some of the 
most destitute children in West and East Africa. One of the main focuses of our tour is to draw attention to the horrible 
plight of more than 2,700 orphans in South Africa who are facing starvation. 

The children, who live in the Nkomazi region in the northern part of South Africa, have lost one or both parents to 
AIDS or other diseases and are now fighting a daily battle to survive. 

“These children have been left orphans and are being forced into the role of caregiver and provider for their younger 
siblings,” notes Choir Founder Ray Barnett. “With food and water scarce, they are battling to stay alive while they 
struggle to cope with their loss.” 

The first wave of relief shipments containing wheelbarrows, water jugs, food and clothing were recently delivered to 
the area.  The Choir is continuing to raise money to supply emergency food to help ensure these children survive. But it 
is also working to raise ongoing funds to host comprehensive camps for the children—where they would receive nutri-
tional checkups, dietary assistance, counseling and musical therapy. 

“Many of these children have lost their parents and are literally fending for themselves without any outside support or 
help,” notes Barnett. “In addition to providing emergency relief, we hope to raise the funds to offer them the long
care and support that will get them back on their feet.” 
The African Children’s Choir, which performs throughout the world, will feature traditional African songs and dancing, 
popular gospel tunes and well-loved children’s tunes. While the concert is free, concertgoers are being asked for a spe-
cial donation to provide the AIDS orphans with both emergency relief and long-term assistance.

     In early January your church vestry sequestered themselves in a rustic retreat center outside of Summerville for 
two days of intense goal setting.

     Vision Statement:  “To see Our Saviour as:  a church that attracts and invites all those searching for a relation-
ship with God, a church of trained and empowered ministers equipped to share the good news, a church with a pow-
erful healing ministry, a destination church for visitors, a church with an important small group ministry, and a 
church whose powerful outreach programs are closely tied to our mission.”  

     The vestry then began to explore their particular gifts.  Father Marshall conducted a gifts survey that helped each 
vestry member better understand his or her gifts in relation to the ministry needs of the church.  After discussion and 
prayer, the ministry assignments were made with everyone confident that they were leading the ministry that matched 
their gifts and passion.  (See accompanying Ministry Chart.) 

     Now came the exciting part; ministry by ministry setting the overall goal and objectives for 2005. Each vestry 
member has committed to the achievement of his or her overall goal and objectives, as well as, the completion of a 
time and action schedule of the specific objectives by February vestry meeting.  The overall goals agreed upon by 
each ministry are as follows:

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HEALING MINISTRY  
 
     The Healing Ministry at Church of Our Saviour was formally initiated in Septem-
ber 2002 with a study of The Healing Ministry of Jesus offered through the Interna-

tional Order of St. Luke the Physician (OSL).  OSL is a world-wide interdenominational body of Chris-
tians who believe that the healing of the body, mind and spirit is a vital part of the total ministry of Jesus 
Christ.  From this initial study the vision grew of Church of Our Saviour as a center of healing ministry for 
God’s people on the Islands of Seabrook, Kiawah and Johns Island.  A small core of parishioners who felt 
called to this ministry began meeting weekly for prayer and training.  We currently meet every Wednesday 
from 10:00 until 11:30 AM for study and prayer.  

     Our healing ministry continues to operate under the umbrella of OSL.  We utilize their training materi-
als as well as those offered through Francis and Judith MacNutt’s School of Healing Prayer.  All prayer 
ministers are trained and authorized to exercise this ministry by the leadership of the church.  Healing 
prayer is offered in many different venues at Church of Our Saviour.  Anointing by the celebrant is avail-
able at all services during communion, prayer teams are available for brief prayers at the 11 AM service on 
Sunday, and also after the noon service on Wednesday. Longer times of healing prayer may also be sched-
uled with a trained and anointed prayer team either through the church office or by calling Leslie Finn 

3910) or Weezi Shaw (559-5696).  Prayer teams are also available to bring communion and/or heal-
ing prayer to your home or hospital room. 

     Our vision is for this vital ministry to grow.  We believe that the revival of Christian healing in the 
Church may be a means of the greatest advance of Christianity in this century.  

Is anyone 
among you sick?  Let him call for the elders of the church and let them pray over him, anointing him with 
oil in the name of the Lord.
